The problem of the reduction of wine production has been particularly acute in recent
years in Greece and worldwide according to data from the OIV and the Ministry of
Agricultural Development. The decline in wine production remained low following a
drop in wine sales and consumption due to the coronavirus.

At the same time, the state of health of the propagating material and the depletion of
natural resources threaten viticultural production in regions of Greece, such as the
Peloponnese. The implementation of new cultivation practices of the Traingrape
project can increase the quantity produced without exhausting natural resources, but
also lead to a change in quality characteristics giving the opportunity to develop even
new products.

Initially, the vineyards are selected while at the same time measurements of vine
physiology and soil laboratory phyllodiagnostic analyzes are carried out. The next step
is the study of the effect of the interventions on the quantitative and qualitative
characters of the grapes with mechanical analyzes of grapes and with laboratory
analyzes to determine the quality of grapes. Then, an evaluation of the wine-growing
potential is carried out, which includes the micro-vinification of the grapes, analyzes
to determine the quality of the wines produced and highlighting the different terroirs.
It is planned to disseminate the results by organizing a training seminar for growers
and presenting the results.

With the implementation of the project Traingrape, it is expected to significantly
increase the production of Mavrodafni, but also of similar varieties that face similar
problems such as raisin. The increase will be due both to the enhancement of yield per
hectare, but also to the finding of new areas, suitable for the production of quality
viticultural products.

Also, these new practices will lead to reduced needs for natural resources, while by
finding new suitable terroirs in the area, products with new quality characteristics are
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expected to emerge, giving competitive advantages to the growers of local varieties,
such as those of Mavrodafni. The increase in production, as well as the creation of
differentiated products, is expected to help the sector to respond to the ever-increasing
demand for wine and will strengthen the competitiveness of viticulture and wine in the
region.

The application of the new cultivation practices will have significant benefits in the
economic results of the farm, mainly due to the increase in production per hectare, but
also the production of better-quality products, which will lead to increased cultivation
and exploitation of local varieties, such as Mavrodafni.

According to the laboratory results so far, with the application of these new practices,
an increase in production of approximately 400 kg per hectare is achieved. Today, a
total of 1700 acres are cultivated with Mavrodafni by around 500 producers, and the
expected increase in production, with the application of the new practices to all
cultivated areas, would lead to an increase in income of over 400,000 euros per year.
However, the application of the practices to similar local varieties, such as the raisin,
Muscat of Patras and Rhoditis, would give multiple economic benefits exceeding 2
million euros per year, only for the region of Achaia.
